y;é Try a Scottish twist on an American dish and cook some Haggis burgers. They
might not be a traditional Burns Night dish, but they sure do sound tasty...
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Whip up a pan full of Scottish tattie soup full of potatoes, carrots, onion and
more! If you're not sure where to start with making this winter warmer, head
over to our ‘Burns Night’ board on Pinterest for recipe ideas and inspiration.

Listen to some popular bagpipe tunes. Some believe that ‘Amazing Grace'is
the most requested song played on the bagpipes. What would you request?

Learn the words to The Selkirk Grace. When all guests are seated at
a Burns Night Supper, the host will usually read The Selkirk Grace, a prayer
that is said to be recited before the haggis comes out.

Have a go at learning some Scottish slag or some old Scottish sayings. You'll
be fitting in with the locals in no time!

Sing Auld Lang Syne - one of Robert Burns’ most famous songs. It might not
be New Year, but everyone's always up for a sing-song!
