Recycle your [eftover cards and give them a new life as some crafty headgear.

Choose which size of pentagons you’d like and cut the template out: the smaller the pentagons, the more points your
crown will have, but just use one size per crown for the best effect. Think about which area of the designs you would
like to see in the pentagons as you cut them out with your template, then fold each one in half with a valley fold.
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
