Roll a Christmas Snow Globe

You will need:

1. A copy of this sheet per group (or each if you prefer)

2. A pen/pencil each and coloured pencils/pens
3. Plain paper or a copy of the ‘My Snow Globe’ sheet (see page 2); one per person.

4. Dice: 1 per group. We recommend groups of no more than 4.

To play:
L

Each player takes it in turns to roll the dice.

2. Roll a 6 to start. Draw your base on your paper or collect your ‘My Snow Globe’ sheet.

3. The winner is the first person to ‘collect’ all their decorations and complete their snow globe.
Draw the snow globe and decorations as you collect them.

L. Example: Roll a 6, collect My Snow Globe sheet, roll a 5, add your centre piece, roll a 2, decorate
your base, roll a 1, add a background feature, roll a U4, add snow, roll 3, add another decoration...
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Collect ‘My Snow Globe’ sheet or
draw your snow globe outline on your plain paper.
