Food
Put together an Irish flag themed charcuterie board. You could use grapes 
for green, cheese for white, and carrots for orange.

Pack a green themed lunch to enjoy whilst you watch St Patrick’s Day 
celebrations. Fill your lunch with healthy and not-so-healthy green snacks 
such as celery sticks, granny smith apples and mint choc chip chocolate!

Make some St Patrick’s Day jellies by setting 3 different flavoured jellies (the 
colours of the Irish flag) into a cup in 3 separate layers.

Try to make a dish using only green ingredients. Can you do it? How about a 
spinach smoothie, or pea soup?

Whip up a tub of leprechaun popcorn. Find a variety of recipes online.

Make some Irish stew. Some say this dish is traditionally made with mutton, 
onions and potatoes, but you can add whichever ingredients you like.

Assemble a rainbow button picture. Not sure what we mean? Head across to 
our ‘St Patrick’s Day’ Pinterest board.

Create you own plastic cup leprechaun hat for St Patrick’s Day. Simply fill the 
inside of a clear plastic cup with green paint, or glittery green paint if you 
want a jazzier hat, let it dry, and decorate with a gold belt before attaching to 
your head with some elastic or string.

Put together an all-green outfit to wear on St Patrick’s Day. It’s said that 
wearing green makes you invisible to the leprechauns, and they’ll give you a 
cheeky pinch if you’re not wearing green!

Marshmallow shamrock printing. Use marshmallows dipped in green paint 
or chocolate to print shamrocks onto paper, both 3 and 4 leaf shamrocks.

Make a paper shamrock chain - thin strips of paper curled into shamrock 
shapes. Check it out on our ‘St Patrick’s Day’ Pinterest board.
